Introduction

Let me begin by extending
my appreciation to the dele-
gates of the 32nd UNA Con-
vention for their confidence in
and support for me. I have
attempted to live up to that
confidence in all my activities
in the UNA, in the Ukrainian-
American community, and in
my career.

As has been my practice
over the years, I have divided
my report into two sections.
The first outlines my work in
and for the UNA. The second
focuses on recommendations
and comments about our or-
ganization. and its direction.

UNA activities

As in the past, I will not attempt to provide a chronology of
all my activities but will offer an outline of the major focus of
my work.

During the past year 1 have attended and actively partici-
pated in the fall meeting of the Supreme Assembly. I also
attended the meetings of the Baltimore-Washington-Rich-
mond District as well as the Shamokin district meetings to
which I was assigned by the Supreme President.

In addition to the representation activity to which I was
assigned, I also worked on the following projects: '

By-Laws Committee-Having been appointed by the
Supreme President to the By-Laws Committee, I have reviewed
our current By-Laws and have made my recommendations to
the Committee’s Chairman.

UNA Fund for the Rebirth of Ukraine-I have submitted to
our President a proposal for structuring the UNA Fund for the
Rebirth of Ukraine in a manner which would focus our
assistance and leverage our finances.

Expansion of The Ukrainian Weekly Subscriptions - Using
the mailings lists of Washington and Baltimore, I submitted a
proposal for expanding the subscription of The Ukrainian
Weekly. That program was instituted and, I understand, was
successful in gaining new subscriptions. .

UNA Members - During the past year I signed up a number
of new members. Working with Anya Dydyk-Petrenko and
our Washington Branch Secretary Ostap Zynjuk, we are

- planning to organize a campaign to sign new members into the
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UNA by use of the Washington mailing list.

Assistance at Soyuzivka - During my stay at Soyuzivka last
summer, I assisted the Manager and his staff during the busy
Labor Day Weekend. At that same time, I also helped co-
ordinate the visit of Mykhailo Horyn to Soyuzivka and his
meeting with the Ukrainian community.

UNA Convention - During the past year, I also chaired the
UNA Convention Planning Committee. I leave to the delegates
and guests who attended the convention the judgement of that
effort.

Political Action Committee - Working with the President, |
assisted with the filing of papers with the Federal Elections
Commission to establish the UNA Political Action Committee
(PAC). I am currently working on a program for soliciting
funds for PAC in time for the next election cycle.

National Fraternal Congress — During the past year I have
been working with the National Fraternal Congress (NFC) on
a number of projects. With the changes that have taken place in
Eastern and Central Europe, the NFC has expressed an interest
in creating a committee of fraternals with ties to that region to
co-ordinate information and programs of assistance. I have
met with NFC officials, including thé NFC President, on a
number of occasions. In addition, I attended an event with the
NFC leadership and Mrs. Baker (wife of Secretary of State
James Baker) regarding the NFC’s official charity, Julilee
Ministries, which deals with the homeless.

Comments and Recommendations

I extend my heartfelt congratulations to the new Supreme
Executive Committee for continuing to improve the operation
of our organization and to better meet the needs of our
membership. There are however, areas which I feel still need to
be addressed, many of which I have raised in the past:

Soyuzivka: During the past few years, our membership has
seen major improvements at Soyuzivka due to the capable
management of John Flis, Jr. and the capital investment made
by the UNA. We still need, however, to develop a long-term
development plan if we are to effectively use that very
important asset of the UNA. )

Scholarships: For many young people, their first direct
dealing with the UNA is an application for a scholarship. We
must continue to increase our scholarship fund. For years 1
have been proposing that some of the scholarship funds be
directed toward the interests and needs of UNA by providing
full scholarships to those students willing to work for UNA
after completion of their college education. We have had
difficulty over the years in finding individuals to work in our
Home Office, on our newspapers, at Soyuzivka, and, most
recently, in our Washington office. An annual full scholarship
aimed at students studying business administration, journa-
lism, hotel management, or political science would provide us
with a pool of talent for the future. At the same time, we should
probably be thinking about providing some limited scholar-
ships to students in,Ukraine wishing to study in the United
States or Canada.

The Ukrainian Weekly: Trying not to be repetitive, I will not
gointo the importance of The Ukrainian Weekly except to say
that it is a very good newspaper and an asset for UNA. We need
to increase the circulation of The Weekly, a “fraternal benefit”
of UNA membership, thereby reaching out to more potential
members. In the past year I have worked on this projectand am
willing to continue doing so.

UNA Radio Program: When UNA was established 96 years
ago, the primary forms of communications were letters and
newspapers. Today, the telephone and television have taken on
that role. As time and technology change, we all must adjust.
While the role of Svoboda and The Ukrainian Weekly will not
change dramatically in the near future, the UNA should
consider supplementing them with a weekly radio program
throughout the United States and Canada. The program,
centrally produced, could be distributed to our branches and
district committees throughout North America. Such a radio

program would offer a “fraternal benefit” to our members,
‘would inform non-membes about the UNA, and would provide
information about events in our community to both Ukrainian
and non-Ukrainian listeners. It could also serve as another tool
in our membership drive.

Helm of Destiny: A numbr of years ago, the UNA funded
and produced “Helm of Destiny,” an outstanding film about
the history of the UNA. It is time to release that film on
videocassette as well as dub it into Ukrainian for use in
Ukraine.

Library and Bookstore: The UNA is a major point of
information about both Ukrainian-Americans and Ukraine.
For that reason, we should consider using some space in our
Home Office to establish a library suitable for research. At the
same time, we should provide better space for our bookstore
and consider promoting the mail- order business of books. A
book-of-the-month type arrangement can be set up at virtually
no cost and little effort. In addition to promoting knowledge
about Ukraine, it could provide a fraternal benefit with
members receiving a substantial discount on books. The
revenue from the increased sales would pay any costs involved.

Kiev Office: Last fall, the UNA Supreme Assembly voted to
establish an office in Kiev. Since January, we have had Marta
Kolomayets in Ukraine as our correspondent. It is time that we
move aggressively to establish a fuller presence in Ukraine with
additional personnel and permanent facilities. Other organiza-
tions in and out of the Ukrainian-American community
already have offices and people in Kiev. As the oldest and
largest organization in the Ukrainian-American community, it
is imperative that we maintain close ties to Ukraine. Fraternals
in other ethnic communities are already involved in major
projects in their native countries. UNA must not be left behind.

Conclusion

The past year clearly demonstrates the importance of a
vibrant Ukrainian National Association for the Ukrainian-
American community as well as for Ukraine. The year has been
filled with exciting events which have captured the imagination
of our community. At the same time, the UNA has made major
progress toward the realization of many projects.

In the euphoria, two items must be kept in mind. The first is
that UNA must continue to attract new members so that it can
meet the challenges that we, as a community, face. The second
is that to attract new members and to translate ideas into reality
requires everyone rolling up their sleeves and pitching in. 1
close with my commitment to doing both. I hope that my
activities for the past year reflect that commitment.

In submitting this brief
report to the UNA Supreme
Assembly — my first as a
supreme advisor — I would,
first of all, like to thank the
delegates of the 32nd UNA
Convention for giving me the
opportunity to serve in this
capacity. Although 1 am quite
familiar with the UNA through
my role as editor of The
Ukrainian Weekly, 1 am new
to the Supreme Assembly
and, thus, will appreciate the
guidance of other, more
experienced members of this
body.

My first function as a su-
preme advisor was to repre-
sent the UNA at a community
meeting of Morris County area Ukrainians — most of them
young professionals — who are interested in building a
community and cultural center in that part of the state of New
Jersey. I was advised to express the support of the UNA for this
endeavor and to report back to the Supreme Executive
Committee.

I am a member of the executive presidium of this ad hoc
group for the building of what will be called the Ukrainian
Community Cultural Center, and I serve on the committee that
is now drawing up by-laws for the center and its support group,
the Ukrainian Community Cultural Foundation Inc. Through
my involvement with this group, I hope to promote the UNA in
an area that is promising territory for new UNA members.

As asupreme advisor I also attended a meeting of the Jersey
City District Committee and had the opportunity to briefly
address those present about the work of The Ukrainian Weekly
and the opening of the UNA’s Kiev Press Bureau.

My other activities as a supreme advisor included:

® Arranging for a visit to the UNA Home Office by a group
of Kiev schoolchildren on an exchange program with St. John
the Baptist Ukrainian Catholic School in Newark, N.J.

® Preparing a list of books from our in-house bookstore that
were presented as the UNA’s gift to U.S. Consul General John
Gundersen before his departure for Kiev.

® Petitioning the Supreme Executive Committee for a
donation of one week’s stay for two at Soyuzivka as a prize for
a casino-theme fund-raiser for St. John’s School.

In conclusion, I would like to recommend that the Supreme
Assembly look into upgrading the Svoboda Bookstore so that
it can be transformed into an attractive walk-in facility for all
customers and visitors from Ukraine who are constantly in

-search of books unavailable to them. As well I feel the

bookstore merits more attention from the UNA and can be
turned into a mail-order business that serves the general public
and our membership.

In addition, I feel strongly that the UNA’s publications and
Soyuzivka are among its strongest selling points, yet they are
not sufficiently promoted among members and potential
members.

This lack of promotion,Ibelieve,extends to the UNA as a
whole. If the Ukrainian Nationa! Association is to reverse the
decline in its membership I believe,it must begin to seriously
market itself and its multi-faceted activities and benefits.

I would like to express my
appreciation to the delegates
of the 32rd UNA Convention
for their support and the
opportunity to continue ser-
ving the UNA for another
term. The rich exchange of
ideas and suggestions withes-
sed at the 32rd Convention
along with the unusually large
number of new additions to
the ranks of the Supreme
Assembly indicates that the
UNA is entering a new phase
of rejuvenation which will
take it into its second century
of serving Ukrainian interests
not only in North Ame-
rica butin Ukraine and word-
wide. It is my hope that with
the forthcoming UNA consti- #
tutional revisions being formulated, there will be more ways
that the Membership will not only be heard, but have even
more input in the decisions which govern the course of the
UNA in the 90s. ,

Organizationally and fraternally, I participated in Fall
1990 and Spring 1991 Woonsocket District Meetings where I
presented updates on fraternal items of interest as well as
unveiled plans for a “super” combined bus trip to the Ukrainian
Festival USA on June 15, 1991 and then on to Soyuzivka for
participation in UNA Day at our ,,pride of the Catskills™
resort. In 1990 I organized three new memberships and hope
that continued emphasis on fraternal activities will eventually
bear fruit as far as there being a new realization among
prospects that there is more than just a cost factor to be
considered when choosing insurance coverage. Emphasing the
true VALUE of UNA benefits, charity, cultural support and
political lobbying is probably the easiest way to illustrate that,
in fact, there is no better value than the UNA for personal
security, as well as for insuring continued assistance to
Ukrainians and their descendants — wherever they may be. A
two pronged sales approach may be valuable in targeting the
two ethnic classes of insurance prospects commonly encounte-
red. The first group is the first or second generation Ukrainian
American/Canadian who is significantly aware of his or her
heritage. For this group the above mentioned emphasis on the
value of the various UNA benefits (not just insurance) should
be dramatically presented in an eye opening format which both
educates the prospect as well as stirs the true Ukrainian spirit in
his soul. This could effectively be done by means of a 10 — 20
minute videotape viewed during a visit from the UNA
representative. Brochures could easily be distributed with a
similar theme and effectively distrbuted along with church
bulletins at hundreds of Ukrainian churches across North
America. For the other group of prospects — those of very
distant or partial lineage — there must be a more commercial
approach to acquiring new memberships and price, along with
salesmanship, becomes the key to success. The UNA must,
therefore, continually strive to maintain an effective piblicity
campaign, revise premiums to maintain competitiveness and
increase the level of training of its sales force so that it may
succesfully compete in this competitive marktet.

With regards to UNA Committee participation, I would
like to believe that finally the new Supreme Executive
Committee will act to realize a recommendation several years
old which would appoint a National Sports Director who
would assist local fraternal activities representatives in
coordinating UNA sponsored golf, tennis, bowling, bridge or
other sporting events. These would be perfect forums for
increasing fraternal awareness and interest levels. Also, as I
have stated in previous years, I believe that Soyuzivka is one of
the UNA’s most valuable resouces. Attention must continue to
be focused on improving facilities and making it a more
effective magnet for new generations of UNA’ers.
