UNUR CORPORATION — Nine-Month Report for 1996

Rental income during the first nine months of 1996 was
$2,414,390, an increase of 9.7 percent over last year’s. Parking -
income decreased, while interest from the savings account
increased. The Corporation had total income of $2,521,344 or .
2.1 percent higher than year before. , :

Total expenses for nine months were $2,170,908, an increase '
of $63,893, or 3 percent, over last year’s. There was a consider- .
able decrease in the amount paid for commissions, some '
decrease in interest paid to the UNA and its members, as well as
a decrease in costs of rubbish removal and salaries. The increase
in expenses was for heating and cooling, legal fees, maintenance
and supplies.

At the end of September, the Corporation owed the UNA the
sum of $12,774,729; to members, $5,994,210; and tenants,
$418,329.

Sale of UNA Building

In accordance with the General Assembly’s decision of May
1995, the building was put up for sale. During a period of six
months, no serious offers were received, except maybe one.
Therefore the UNA signed an exclusive contract for marketing
the property with Cushman and Wakefield, the largest commer-
cial real estate company in New Jersey. Cushman and Wakefield
is in the process of preparing a due dilligence which they will
certify to any interested buyer. A presentation book is almost
ready and should be completed by the end of October 1996.

Purchase of a New UNA Home Office Building

Starting in January, our treasurer A. Blahitka made several
day trips to inspect available properties. Other members of the
Executive Committee joined him later in the year and together
we spent several afternoons in Morris County: in the
Morristown, Chatham, Parsippany, and Florham Park area. So
far, no available property within our budgetary restrictions was
found, although many commercial buildings are still available
for sale — some unoccupied for most of the last 10 years, or not
at all after their completion.

Rental income was $3,327,540, or $26,302 or .78 percent less
than in prior year. The parking fees of $92,865 also decreased by

Conflict of Interest Policy

In accordance with the UNA By-Laws, Paragraph 29, in
December 1995, as is our custom, a Conflict of Interest question- -
naire was completed by all members of the Executive Committee
and by key employees: the editors-in-chief of Svoboda and The
Ukrainian Weekly, the manager of our publishing house, the
manager of our resort and the foreman of our printshop. No
statement disclosed any existing conflict of interest.

Execessive Regulatory Pressure

In the past 10 years, the regulatory authorities have been con-
stantly imposing additional and more stringent administrative
requirements on fraternal benefit societies.

These requirements have increased the administrative costs of
every fraternal society, including the UNA. An example of those
requirements is a listing prepared by the actuarial firm Bruce and
Bruce Co. of Pittsburgh, Pa., back in 1994. At least five new
requirements were imposed in the last two years, and the list is
growing each month. ’

The recent report of the National Fraternal Congress of
America (NFCA) Law Committee specifically mentioned that
the committee has been working with the New York Insurance
Department since 1988 on proposals to modernize fraternal
statutes. The department’s representative want to impose more
stringent requirements on fraternals. If enacted into law, it is the '
opinion of the NFCA Law Committee that these requirements
would cause great detriment to fraternal benefit societies
licensed to do business in that state.

The State of Mergers with the UFA and the UNAAA
Merger with the UNAAA

A meeting with Supreme Pesident Wolodymyr Masur,
Supreme Secretary-Treasurer Odarka Roberts, and Supreme Vice
President Wolodymyr Okipiuk, was held at the UNA Home
Office in December 1995. The UNAAA subsequently engaged a
lawyer, Karen M. Balaban of Schnader, Harrison, Segal & Lewis
to represent their society in merger discussions with regulatory
authorities and the UNA. The UNA proposed to accomplish the
merger through: 1) merger into the UNA and imposition of a lien
against the benefit payment of each policyholder; or 2) dissolu-
tion ofthe UNAAA, allocation of its assets to the membership
and purchase of UNA certificates for the amount allocated to
each member without evidence of insurability. Upon investiga-
tion proposal No. 2 had to be dropped. The Pennsylvania
Insurance Department rejected it because it does not conform
with State statutes.

Canadian federal insurance authorities did not object to the
imposition of a lien on Canadian members’ benefits. But the
Ontario Insurance Commissioner strongly objected, citing the

Their legal department suggested a sale of Canadian certificates
to the UNA prior to the merger, free and clear of any liens or
policy value reduction. As a result of this development, it
became evident that imposing a lien on U.S. members’ benefits
only would be a great burden on these members and might com-
pell a great majority of them to cash their policies prior to the
merger or shortly after.

The UNA Executive Committee decided to authorize a “due
diligence” review of UNAAA operations and financial condi-
tions as of March 31, 1996, which was started back in July 1996;
and a report has not yet been rendered. In the meantime, the N.J.
Insurance Department demanded a five-year projection of the
block of insurance business the UNAAA represents to be pre-
pared by our actuary. This report is nearly complete.

Merger with the UFA

Ukrainian Fraternal Association officers - President John
Oleksyn, Secretary Serhiy Kowalchuk and Treasurer George
Klapischak visited the UNA Home Office early in 1996 in order
to discuss the possible merger. The three full-time members of
the UNA Executive Committee visited the Scranton, Pa., Home
Office of the UFA in March and once again at the end of the
UFA’s Annual Meeting in Glen Spey, N.Y., in June 1996.

In the meantime, attorney Nestor Olesnycky prepared a tenta-
tive agreement of merger and submitted it to the New Jersey
Insurance Department, asking for the Department’s input on
whether or not it would be acceptable. The letter asked for a
response by June 1 1996. Since no reply was received by that
date, after placing many telephone calls and writing letters to the
N. J. Insurance Department, the UNA Executive Committee
asked for and attended a hearing at the Insurance Department
offices in Trenton on June 25. Prior to that meeting, on June 5
we had submitted to the N. J. Insurance Department an appraisal
report of UFA’s Verkhovyna Resort dated October 1995 and
asked for a determination if it could remain an admitted asset of
the merged society until it was sold.

The Trenton meeting was attended by President Ulana
Diachuk, Secretary Martha Lysko and Nestor Olesnycky in the
capacity of UNA attorney. At that meeting the UNA representa-
tives were told that no determination as to the mergers could be
expected until a five-year projection of each organization the
UNA, the UFA and the UNAAA is prepared by an actuary and
submitted to the N. J. Department of Insurance for review.

In regard to admitting the Verkhovyna Resort as an asset,
UNA representatives referred to N.J. Statutes 17B:20-3
“Disposal of ineligible property or securities,” which states that,
in case of reorganization, if an insurer “shall receive stock, secu-
rities or property not allowable by this chapter, they shall be dis-
posed of within five years from the time of their acquisition,
unless the commissioner shall, for good cause shown, allow fur-
ther time for the disposal thereof and then within the time so
allowed.”

The department promised to investigate the applicability of
that section of the statutes and to respond in July. The reply of
July 25 was that section 17B:20-3 does not superceed the statutes
pertaining to fraternal benefit societies, which consider invest-
ment in camps-resorts as a non-admitted asset. Mr. Oleksyn was
notified of that decision the same day by telephone.

Due to this development, the UNA had to reconsider the
financial condition of the UFA. The report of UFA’s CPA on
1995 operations indicated a deteriorated financial condition due
to a reduction in the admitted value of resort from $1,250,000 to
$935,000, imposition of an additional reserve overlooked by the
actuary in the previous year and a loss on operations.

Since the N.J. Department of Insurance made it clear to the

UNA that it will not allow the UFA resort to- be treated as an
admitted asset by the UNA, and as a result, that ruling will
reduce the UFA’s surplus by the value of the resort, it is doubtful
whether the N.J. Department of Insurance will allow the merger
to take place in accordance with the terms of the tentative agree-
ment.

On August 28 two letters (in English and Ukrainian) were
mailed to John Oleksyn, the UFA president, informing him that
as a result of N. J. Insurance Department’s position in regard to
the resort, and because of the UFA’s deteriorated financial con-
dition, a merger on the terms tentatively proposed will most like-
ly not be allowed by the N.J. Department of Insurance and there-
fore, the proposal is being withdrawn. We urged Mr. Oleksyn to
convert the resort to cash or cash equivalent prior to the merger
which will greatly improve the UFA’s surplus position. At the
same time, we once again underscored our anxiousness to pro-
ceed with unification and expressed our willingness to seek other
avenues of “unification,” such as creation of a subsidiary opera-
tion of the UNA, after disposal of the resort.

Plan for the 1998 Convention

Based on the General Assembly decision made in November
1995, we have signed a contract with the Toronto Hilton Hotel
for 175 rooms for the time period from Friday,

May 15, through Tuesday, May 18, 1998. The arrival day o
our delegates will be Thursday, May 14. The room rates are $9-
(CDN) plus Ontario Sales Tax 5 percent, and GST (7 percent.
which is refundable to all non-Canadians). The hotel is located in
the center of the city, with easy access to the subway, parking in
a municipal garage, and bus service to and from the airport at tiic
door. The fare to the airport is $12.50 (CDN) one way, $21.50
(CDN) round trip.

UNA Presence in Washington

As was already reported at the Special Meeting of the General
Assembly in November 1995, the UNA Washington Office was
closed on July 31, 1995. Nevertheless, its director Eugene
Iwanciw, needed more time to wind down the previously
planned activities, thus, he stayed on to the end of September
1995 working from his home office.

The UNA was a founding member of the Central and East
European Coalition which was established through the dilligent
work of several individuals, among them Mr. Iwanciw. It has
become an important vehicle to promote issues which the coali-
tion could agree upon and which were of concern to all ethnic
groups. In fact, it often supported those issues of interest to the
Ukrainian American community. Therefore, I asked Mr.
Iwanciw to continue to represent the UNA in the coalition as his
time permitted. After a few months it became evident that he
needed more time than was originally envisioned. The Executive
Comnmittee, at its meeting in July, agreed to engage Mr. Iwanciw
as a consultant for a maximum of 10 hours per month, at a total
annual expense of about $10,000, but he declined the offer.

I still am of the opinion that the UNA, as the largest and oldest
Ukrainian American organization, has to continue its long-time
tradition of making its presence felt in Washington. Some mem-
bers of the Executive Committee were of the opinion that the
General Assembly had abolished the Washington Office and it is
up to the General Assembly to decide fo what extent, if at all, the

The Fund for the Rebirth of Ukraine

Membership donations to the Fund for the Rebirth of Ukraine
are decreasing each year. The sum of donations received in 1995
was $33,424, and in the first nine months of 1996 that total was
$16,663.

In order to obtain additional contributions to that fund in
1995, the UNA printed Christmas greeting cards which were
mailed to the subscribers of Svoboda. The response was very
good. The net profit after all expenses was $25,000.

New Christmas cards depicting icons by Ukrainian artists
have been printed for the coming Christmas holidays and will be
mailed shortly.

Support of Ukraine’s Participation in the 1996 Olympic Games

/" For the first time, Ukraine participated independently in the
Summer Olympic Games. Because of it’s weak financial posi-
tion, Ukraine was unable to allocate sufficient hard currency,
funds to defray all necessary costs. The Ukrainian American
community actively solicited donations to help the Ukrainian
Olympic Committee. The UNA published an appeal in Svoboda
addressed to its membership and asking for their contributions. I
am happy to report that the Home Office received almost
$14,000 through that appeal. All donations have been acknowl-
edged in our publication, Svoboda. Many thanks go out to all
contributors to that worthwhile cause.

UNA Newsletter: the UNA in Focus

Only one-third of our membership presently subscribes to either
one of our two newspapers; the other two-thirds of the member-
ship has no means to receive any information about the UNA. its
insurance products or fraternal benefits. Therefore, a decision was
made to remedy that situation by establishing a newsletter. An
address base was created (one address per household), including
non-members or those who are our prospective members.

The UNA in Focus is edited by UNA Advisor Roma
Hadzewycz, Halyna Kolessa edits the Ukrainian-language section.
Each newsletter has a section on insurance, our various fraternal
benefits, ‘publications, aid to Ukraine, etc. So far two newsletters
were printed in March and June. The next one is due to be mailed
out in early November. About 20,000 copies are printed. Each
newsletter illicited requests for further information about The
Ukrainian Weekly, annuities, life insurance, Soyuzivka. Over 220
inquiries were made after the publication of the first newsletter.

As
chief review attorney for our UNA mortgages, I refer our mort-
gages to attorneys in the various states, and have often had to
deal with any problems that arise as to our mortgage products in
other states. I coordinate the mortgage closings with our loan
officer, Mr. Stephan Welhasch. There was one particular matter
wherein I became deeply involved because our review attorney
was accused of some impropriety by a disgruntled member of a
family deeply in dispute among its own members. I found no
impropriety and was satisfied that by and large our attorneys
throughout the country handle themselves quite properly.

Although I do not do the foreclosures for the UNA, I do refer
them to counsel in New Jersey and Florida, the only states,(fortu-
nately) where we have had to foreclose on our non-paying mem-
bers. I monitor, on an unpaid basis, all correspondence and all
court actions in these matters. As well, I am frequently called by
our building manager to comment on our leases in the building,
or on other legal matters having to do with the UNURC.

1 am also asked for legal opinions by UNA employees having
to do with permissible activities of the UNA, such as raffles or
other fund-raisers and matters having to do with Svoboda and
Weekly advertisements and legal issues involving Soyuzivka and
employees in general. These I render without charge as well,
even if they require some formal research. Since I am unable to
forget the infamous 60 Minutes program, there was some resid-
ual involvement on my part late in 1995 in connection with deal-
ing with the attorneys representing Mr. Serafym in Detroit and
Mr. Nikolyshyn in Providence before the FCC.

These activities have made it clear to me that we are at a very
sensitive stage in the development of the UNA in particular and
of the Fraternal movement in general. We are now living in a
more litigious society, with insurance companies and fraternals
being sued in class actions. Our industry is severely regulated,
and the commercial insurers would like nothing more than to see
fraternals lose their tax exemption. Most fraternals are losing

members, especially if they are ethnically oriented. The only
ones growing are the ones which have masked their ethnic or
religious identity and have become more commercialized. The
financial plight of our two acquisition targets, the UFA and the
UNA, exemplifies the trend of the ethnics. Youth of all ethnic
orishtation are intermarrying 4t alarming; but expected rates; and
fraternals must respond to these trends. We can no longer market
ourselves only to those to whom we have been marketing our-
selves for the last several decades. We must learn to speak the
language of the present and the future - that language is the
Internet, those targets are the 3d and 4th generation intermarried
Ukrainian Americans who will never read Svoboda or the
Weekly, will never hear about Soyuzivka, but who sometimes
search for “Ukraine” on their browser, and who will be pleasant-
1y surprised to find the UNA on the Internet, with information on
Insurance, annuities, scholarships, resorts and a chance to do fra-
ternal volunteer work, such as Habitat for Humanity, which has
indicated to the UNA its interest in opening opportunities in
Ukraine. We must galvanize our middle aged and youth non-
members by exciting them about our activities and our potential.
‘We must seek completely new ways to do this.

Report of the Secretary
Martha Lysko 1995-1996

Since this repomng period
covers both 1995 and 1996 1
will highlight the major areas of
my work: servicing UNA mem-
bers and branch secretaries,
maintaining contact with the
various state insurance depart-
ments, insurance plan changes,
branch reorganization, training
of new secretaries, and mainte-
nance of all records, member-
ship files and reports.

our letter requesting changes on their policies or change of
address. This gave us an opportunity to update membership
files. We also gave the information to our sales staff to see if we
could sell insurance to the beneficiaries on the policies. Many
thanks to the staff of the Recording Department for their diligent
work in processing this enormous volume of mail. This work
was beyond the scope of routine processing of new insurance
applications, policy changes and handling of death claims, sur-
render requests and other membership notices. We answered an
increased volume of letters from our insured since many wanted
information on these policies. The personnel in the Recording
Department has not changed significantly since 1994. The
department is staffed by 8 full-time employees: Irene Chudio,
Josyf Hayda, Anna Malynovsky, Maria Maslovycz, Orest
Pokladok, Bohuslava Poliszuk, Maria Shevchuk, Maria Zaviysky
and two part-timers Paulina Danczuk, who retired two years ago
and Irene Hrechynsky .

Servicing Branch Secretaries

At the last Co the Secretarial C made a recom-
mendation that the secretary publish a newsletter to inform the sec-
retaries of changes in the Home Office and to give updates on new
products or forms. In keeping with this recommendation, I publish
a periodic newsletter strictly for secretaries. In 1995 five newslet-
ters were sent to the secretaries and in 1996 four newsletters were
published. These newsletters chronicle the work that is planned and
carried out in the Recording Department during the given period of
time.

The January 1995, Newsletter topics were: reward to presi-
dents and treasurers, change in interest rate on advanced premi-
um payment and new codes. The June 1995 Newsletter dlscussed
changes in premi for single ium policies, 1 of
ADD puhcy and new ADB Rider instead of the ADD policy.
July, 1995 included the explanation for the Additional Insurance
Program and informed the secretaries that the payment for
Svoboda will be separated from the premium payments and each
member will pay directly to Svoboda for his subscription.
September 1995 notified the branch secretaries that all new
members receive a letter of welcome to UNA and a complimen-
tary copy of Svoboda or The Ukrainian Weekly for one month.
This was done in hopes of getting new subscribers. After one
year of this practice the results are not very encouraging. It
seems that only ten percent of new members subscribe to either
publication. This does not include those new members who in
advance request Svoboda or The Ukrainian Weekly with their
insurance application. The Newsletter for December, 1995
encouraged all secretaries to hold annual meetings and to send us
an updated branch officer list. The Newsletter of March, 1996
was a reminder to send all branch officer lists to the Home
Office. We printed a list of all codes used on UNA assessment
lists and explained their meaning in this newsletter. The April,

Other changes were announced in prior reports as well as in our
official publications.

Membership services

In September of 1995 we started the Additional Insurance
Program at UNA, which was described in detail and widely pub-
licized in both Svoboda and The Ukrainian Weekly. From
September 1995 to September 1996 the R ding Department

19 introduced the new term policies and explained
them to the secretaries. A special brochure was prepared and sent
with this newsletter. We also sent to all secretaries a UNA
Directory prepared by me to help the secretaries when calling the
Home Office. In May of 1996 we wrote to all those secretaries,
who did not send us their branch officer list and to those secre-
taries who had non-members serving as officers. We encouraged
all secretaries to elect officers for their branch in accordance
with our by-laws. The August 1996 Newsletter was devoted to a
detailed explanation on active membership in our organization,
branch officers and their duties, social members and our Indigent
Fund. In my interaction with secretaries I was told that many,
particularly the newer secretaries were not well informed on
these topics. These newsletters serve to inform the secretaries
about new products and to review UNA procedures. The next
Newsletter for November 1996 will cover the age limits and
underwriting .guidelines for our insurance plans.
