1995 RESULTS

Since last years’ results have
already been reported extensive-
ly in earlier reports I changed
the form of the annual meeting
reporting that was normal dur-
ing the May annual meetings
from review of previous year to
review of the first 9 months of
the current year. However I feel,
a brief highlight of 1995 is
called for. Therefore I call your
attention to Table 1. Analysis of
Operations by lines of
Business — 1995. Line 28 net
gain or (loss) col. 7 shows a net

:ain from all insurance business
of $1,246,711. Line 28 col. 8
shows the net loss from fraternal
operations of $1,691,451. The net loss to UNA is shown on line 28
col. 1 ($444,740) adding a net loss from the building corporation of
($447,209) and miscellaneous capital gains & losses we experi-
enced a decrease in unassigned funds or surplus of ($881,158.)

As we stated earlier, although a loss is never good it’s a start in
the right direction considering our loss for the previous year in sur-
plus was ($2,969,134) and ($3,333,084) for 1993. Let’s see where
the differences were form 1995 & 1994, if you will look at Table 2-
Analysis of Operations by Lines of Business 1994. Line 28, col.
#7 $958,486 net gain form operations of 1994 was less by
$290,000 therefore our insurance operations were more profitable
in 1995. Why? If we check the lines for income we see that, that’s

not the answer, since we had more gross income in 1994.
$10,695,006 as that is why we showed a greater profit in our insur-
ance operations in 1995 over 1994. Included in the term expenses I
include dividends to members. Although technically not as an
expense, the dividends were $153,000 in 1995 compared to
$669,000 in 1994 a savings of more than half a million dollars.
Let’s continue the analysis even though we seem to have found the
main answer. Our loss from the building corporation was approxi-
mately $100,000 less in 1994 than 1995 ($344,620) compared to
($447,209.) Our unrealized capital loss from the Canadian
Exchange was reduced from 1994 due to a more favorable
exchange rate. During 1995 we wrote off some stock that was pur-
chased during the early 70’s and had turned worthless $330,000, so
that realized loss offsets the lower unrealized loss from our
exchange somewhat. However the net change in realized and unre-
alized capital losses and gains from 1995 to 994 is a positive
$650,000 approximately.

You will not see the endless procession of accounts kept on a
cash basis showing our bookkeeping but not giving you important
information. We will attempt to provide our information and sta-
tistics according to GAAP, Generally Accepted Accounting
Principles as the insurance industry slowly turns that way.
However we will still keep our books as the NAIC, National
Association of Insurance Commissions suggests, on a cash basis
with accruals only at year end. Conversely our budget will contin-
ue to be based on the cash basis until we can devise another sys-
tem. We will be changing our monthly reporting format also with
special emphasis on getting them printed on a more timely basis.

UKRAINIAN NATIONAL URBAN RENEWAL
CORPORATION

We will start with good news. We have less than 5,000 sq. ft.
vacant as of today. However, another 9,000 sq. ft. will become
vacant in February or March 1997 when our existing tenant moves
into his full floor newly leased space. More good news, rent ratios

have stabilized and even increased slightly. We now are doing
“deals in the $20 sq. ft. range. However that’s still 15% less than we
were doing 5 years ago. Again, we will only do the highlights fro
1995 however the full Profit and Loss Comparison statement is
given for your information and questions. Unlike UNA statements
UNURC was started and reported to the IRS as a cash basis corpo-
ration, therefore the books are in a cash basis only. So you see
reported as income recognized when received not when earned
and expenses when paid out not accrued, which can result in a
roller coaster ride over short periods of time, however over a 12
month period it settles down to acceptable levels able to be com-
pared from year to year. Rentals were down slightly during 1995
since we did a lot of leasing during the year and had free time dur-
ing build-out of tenant space. Although 1996 also was a busy year
for leasing, we do not anticipate further material reductions in
gross rental received. Disbursements remained relatively steady
from 1994-1995. Increase of commissions paid are a further indi-
cator of increased rental leasing activity. Utilities increased due to
more tenants coming in an not paying for their premises electrical
usage immediately and lengthening of service periods for air-con-
ditioning and heating for our tenant comfort. Insurance was paid
for the building and UNA. UNA will refund its share after the
agent gives the exact breakdown. Interest paid on our loan from
UNA and Promissory Notes- holders continuos to be less than a
year ago due to the lowering if interest rates by management to
reflect the current market conditions

Prior year expenses recovered, reflects the additional rental
that most tenants pay due to any increase in operating expenses
from the current year compared to the base of that tenants lease
The sum of $196,037 for 1995 includes both years 1994 and 195
due to when the funds were received We had a change in person-
nel in 1994 and tenants weren’t billed until late in the year there-
fore we received most of the payments in 1995.

Rental income for the first 9 months of the 1596 is approxi-
mate 10% higher. Expenses were also higher however by only
approximately 3%. Our results of operations for 99 months show
a cash surplus of $350,435 However, if we continue with our
current policy of building depreciation and UNA Loan interest
capitalization, we should expect a net loss from operation of
approximately the same sum of $400,000 as last year.

UNA INVESTMENT ADVISORY COMMITTEE

Since our president has already reported on this new commit-
tee, permit me to only give my highest regards for the members of
the committee that give their professional advise, time, and ener-
gy free of charge to help UNA, messieurs Walter Baranetsky,
Bohdan Kekish, Roman Leniw, Lubko Mudry, and Adrian

Stecyk, together with our Vice President- Mr. Nestor Olesnycky

have joined UNA officers Ulana M. Diachuk, Alexander Blahitka
and UNA Mortgage Specialist and manager Stefan Welhasch to
form a very productive group with many surp;iée resources. An
analysis of our Bond Portfolio yield by a few of Wall Streets’
more informed Bond Houses, has revealed that UNA outper-
formed their benchmark yield by a substantial margin. Strategies
are being formulated for the future now that all members are
aware of UNA’s investment goal§ and statutory limitation.

INSURANCE DEPARTMENT OF NEW JERSEY

Our president shall probably mention in considerable detail
the impediments that the New Jersey Insurance Department has
placed in our path in many facets of our business. Mergers with
other Ukrainian Fraternal, new products etc. I do not wish to
repeat all that, however I feel that I must inform the Assembly of
the latest ruling. After more than 20 years of UNA lending
UNURC money to build and operate the office building, the New
Jersey Insurance Department deems that this loan is a non-
admissible asset for UNA. And leave us with two very unaccept-
able options. First, to non admitting the full loan and change sur-
plus for the $12.9 million loan would cause severe capitalization
problems for UNA, the second option would only reduce surplus,
leaving us less than $2,000,000 in unassigned funds.
Management-does not agree with the Insurance Department and
have formulated plans for further action: However, a speedy sale
of the asset would be the easiest answer.

It especially is irritating since the Insurance Department has been
informed by UNA on many occasions that we are actively market-
ing the building. They know our plans, agree with them, claim to
want to help us and then toss another impediment in our path.

PURCHASE AND SALE OF HOME OFFICE

We have viewed many possible sights in primarily Morris
County of New Jersey for a new Home Office. We are looking for
a building not much larger than we need about 30-35,000 sq. ft.
Most of the existing inventory is in the 60-100,000 sq. ft. area. We
hesitate to become landlords again on a large scale. One, or a few
tenants to help pay the carrying costs of the building would be wel-
come. However, we can not get into a major office building. There
were a few possibilities and we shall discuss then in due course.

As you all are aware CUSHMAN & WAKEFIELD was
engaged to actively market our building. Their initial offering
memorandum was recently presented to UNA for comment and
certain adjustments were pointed out. We should be finalized and
soaring within weeks. It was CUSHMAN & WAKEFIELD’s
opinion that a 6 month period is normal to conclude a sale of this
size. However, that is not a guarantee.

G. The further reduction of reserves must stop. Capital outlay
must bé held to a minimum. It is imperative to discuss the by-laws
and to implement safeguards. The Board of Advisors and General
Assembly be presented an operational budget and proposed cap-
ital outlay budget for the ensuing year. This is necessary to under-
stand the affect on our reserves.”

H. Also from the 33rd UNA Convention: “Mr. Pastuszek rec-
ommended that since the UNA has grown so large, a profession-
al study of the administration and finances should be made by an
outside firm and the results be presented to a special Supreme
Assembly meeting.”

1. The motion was made, seconded and duly approved to sell
the UNA building at 30 Montgomery Street. The UNA should not
purchase and/or build another replacement facility until the pre-
sent building is sold and then even after it is sold, a lease back of

area used by the UNA for 1 year to enable the building of new
building or acquisition of new building.

J. “We must always be mindful of fiscal responsibility,
accountability, and prudent expenditures.”

K. Finally, “Delegates, now that you know the present bleak
financial situations, I appeal to you to face this crucial issue today,
and through resolutions, by-law changes, make the General
Assembly, the highest policy-making body between Conventions,
oblige the Executives to adhere to the annual operating budget to
allow no capital improvements or further depletions of the
reserves without the approval of the General Assembly, and to
responsibly report and justify all significant changes in operating
and investment policy. The U.S. Government has a set of checks
and balances; certainly our small organization can institute checks
and balances so that no one part of the organization can act with-
out accountability.

Advisor Roma Hadzewycz

During this extended report
period, which covers May
1985 through October 1996 (in
other words, the period
between the two regular annual
meetings of the General
Assembly), in my capacity as
an advisor of the Ukrainian
National Association I headed
one new UNA project, was
asked to help on another, and
continued to serve on other
UNA committees.

At the beginning of this
year I was asked by the UNA
president to accept a new chal-
lenge: to take on responsibility
for a newsletter for UNA
members. I gave the project
much thought, came up with a name and a concept, and with the
help of The Ukrainian Weekly’s layout artist, Serhiy Polishchuk,
came up with a design for this four-page publication. Halyna
Kolessa, a member of the Svoboda editorial staff, is editor of the
newsletter’s Ukrainian-language section. Mr. Polishchuk does
layout, while Awilda Arzola is the typesetter.

Articles for the three issues that have been published thus far
(March 1996, June 1996 and November 1996) have been written
by President Ulana Diachuk, Secretary Martha Lysko, Joseph
Binczak (regional manager, Marketing Department), Oksana
Trytjak (special projects coordinator), Andre J. Worobec (frater-
nal activities coordinator), Sonia Semanyshyn (office manager,
Soyuzivka) and this writer.

The bilingual newsletter, which is to be published three or
four times as year, includes articles grouped under the following
regular headings: Insurance Matters, Your Fraternal Benefits,
Membership, Aid to Ukraine, Fraternal Activities, Fraternal
Facts, etc.

As explained by the president in the premiere issue of The
UNA in FOCUS, only about a third of UNA members subscribe
to either Svoboda or The Ukrainian Weekly, the two official
newspapers of the UNA. The newsletter’s purpose is to provide
information to UNA’ers about their organization and to keep
them informed about how UNA membership benefits them, their
families and their community.

The first issue had a circulation of 26,000; these were the

dd of bers that were available at the Home Office.
(The mailing list is constantly being updated as new addresses
are added.) Circulation is overseen by Mrs. Trytjak, who also is
charge of contracting the printing of the newsletter.

Another new project whose realization was given over to
members of the General Assembly is the preparation of a UNA
homepage on the Internet. Advisors Stefko Kuropas and Nick
Diakiwsky were named in May 1995 to the General Assembly’s
Internet Committee. Since then I, too, have become involved,
offering assistance and advice, as well as information that will
eventually be part of the homepage.

I look forward to continued work on this exciting project, as I
have seen what being on the Internet has done to generate inter-
est in The Ukrainian Weekly (excerpts of our top stories and spe-
cial features appear in the Current Events section of the Ukraine
FAQ Plus website). .

As for my usual activity as a UNA advisor, I participated in

tary of the Parents Committee of the Lesia Ukrainka School of
Ukrainian Studies (Ridna Shkola) in Morris County, N.J., a
school that has grown tremendously over the past few years and
may now be the largest such Ukrainian school in the United
States. I am also active as a parent of two children who attend St.
John’s Ukrainian Catholic School in Newark, N.J. I am co-editor
(with Thor Lukiw) of the parents’ newsletter and am involved in
other activities as well.

As I seen from my involvement in these and other community
organizations, such as Plast, the Ukrainian National Women’s
League of America and the Ukrainian Professional and
Businesspersons Association of New York and New Jersey, we
Ukrainian Americans still have a strong community and new gen-
erations that need that community. But, I cannot help but notice
that it is a community suffering from self-neglect. I pray that the
UNA will remember its founding principles (to put it simply, that
the UNA realizes it truly is more than just an insurance company)
and that the UNA will be around for many more years to serve as
a pillar of support for our multi-faceted community.

COMMENTS AND SUGGESTIONS

UNA/UFA Merger

I'am looking forward to seeing the financial details of a possi-
ble merger between the UNA and the UFA. The single most
important issue is the benefit of the merger to the UNA. Does this
merger help or hurt our organization? If it will not benefit our
members, we should not support the merger.

Another consideration is the possible change of our name from
the UNA to the UNFA. I am against this change for several rea-
sons.

— The UNA has instant name recognition. Many of our young
people recognize our organization or have heard of it. The UFA
does not have the same recognition. For the UNA to survive we
need to market to our young generation because they are the
future.

— The UNA is 4 times larger in size than the UFA. It seems

ble that our organization, as large as it is, would have to
change its identity.

— The UNA has not changed its name since 1914. There is not
one UNA member alive today that remembers our organization
by any other name.

— Most important, our secretaries are against the name
change. At the Annual District meeting in Chicago, every secre-
tary voted that a name change be a non-negotiable. Chicago may
be only one district, but, if every secretary voted this way, you can
assume the idea is very unpopular.

UNA Investment Policy

Last May, I informed the General Assembly that we have been
misled on our investments. Our Treasurer has been reporting to us
that the UNA holds over 1.5% of the Assets in Stocks (Equities).
The truth of the matter is now well known that we actually hold
only .001% of our assets in Stocks. Some of the assets that Mr.
Blahitka listed as Stocks were in reality Junk Bond Mutual Funds.

At the time, I recommended that the UNA increase the posi-
tion in Stocks to 15% of our assets. Then, in August 1995, T fol-
lowed up with a letter to the Executive Committee, again urging
them to increase the stock position to 15%. My suggestions were
not followed.

Recently, I went back to see what the investment results would
have been had we invested in the S & P 500 as opposed to what
we received for being invested in Bonds. Naturally, this is just an
estimate, but it is a good measuring benchmark. Had the
Executive Committee shifted our asset allocation for Stocks from
.001& to 15% by 6/30/95, and invested in a S & P 500 Mutual
Fund, the results would have been very different.

The one year return for the S & P 500 from 6/30/95 to 6/30/96
was 26.05%. It is difficult do say what Bonds the Executive com-
mittee would have sold to raise enough cash to invest in the S &
P 500. However, we can compare the S & P 500 returns to the
Lehman Brothers Aggregate Index, which is an industry bench-
mark used to measure the returns achievable from a portfolio
invested in a broad range of investment-grade bonds. The
Lehman Brother’s aggregate Bond Index had a return of 5.01%.

We can determine the returns by taking 15% of the UNA assets

meetings of UNA bodies as follows:

« May 15-18, 1995: I attended the regular annual meeting of
the UNA General Assembly at Soyuzivka — that fateful meeting
at which we were forced to make several difficult, and controver-
sial, decisions due to the financial crisis faced by our organiza-
tion.

 June 23, 1995: As member of the UNA Scholarship
Committee I participated in that body’s all day meeting at the
Home Office in Jersey City. After reviewing 271 applications,
we awarded $63,000 to 237 students from the United States and
Canada. The d sum all d for scholarships for 1995-
1996 (down from amounts of over $115,000 awarded in previous
years) made our job much more difficult.

* September 17, 1995: I attended the organizing meeting held
at the Home Office for the Metropolitan New York/New Jersey
districts of the UNA (New York City, Jersey City, Newark,
Passaic and Perth Amboy).

* November 18-19, 1995: I atténded the special meeting of the
UNA General Assembly held at the Home Office in Jersey City
for the purpose of following up on the decisions we had made
just a few months earlier at our regular annual meeting.

 February 24, 1996: 1 attended and addressed the annual elec-
tions meeting of the Jersey City District Committee of the UNA.

* July 11, 1996: I participated in the 1996 meeting of the UNA
Scholarship Committee, during which we looked over 234 appli-
cations and granted 203 scholarships for a total of $65,400.

* September 15, 1996: I attended the joint organizing meeting
of the five UNA districts of the Metropolitan New York/New
Jersey area. I was asked by the president to briefly address the
meeting both in my capacity as an advisor in charge of the
UNA’s new 1 for b and as editor-in-chief of
The Ukrainian Weekly. (I must add that I feel we had a very pro-
ductive discussion about The Weekly, as UNA’ers from these
five districts offered their suggestions and comments.)

My other activity as a UNA advisor included some continuing
work on the Ukrainian Heritage Defense Committee, or more
specifically its project to counter the deleterious effects of CBS’s
“60 Minutes™ attack on Ukraine and Ukrainians in an October
1994 report called “The Ugly Face of Freedom.” The commit-
tee’s work seemed to wind down somewhat unexpectedly and
without some sort of closure. One of my last assignments on that
committee was to help prepare an updated version of the com-
mittee’s original advertisement taking on CBS. The new version
was prepared for the first anniversary of the original broadcast
and was headlined “Shame on you, CBS! One year later and no
response...”

I was asked by President Ulana Diachuk to represent the UNA
at one event during the report period. That was the graduation
banquet held on June 8, 1996, by five schools of Ukrainian stud-
ies in New Jersey and New York City. My role was to present
UNA stipends to the students who had successfully completed
the “matura.”

Another assignment was given me by Secretary Martha Lysko
in September of this year. She asked that I assist in preparing the
minutes of the 1994 convention for publication. My task was to

dit/proofread the English-1; minutes.

Finally, I should note that on July 12, 1996, at the regular quar-
terly meeting of the UNA Executive Committee, I was named to
the newly expanded seven-member board (which includes four
executive officers, two advisors and one honorary member of the
General Assembly) of the Ukrainian National Foundation Inc. The
UNF, my fellow General Assembly members will recall, is an
entity that had been created as a result of our 1992 decision to
establish a non-profit, tax-exempt foundation for charitable, reli-
gious, educational and scientific projects. The foundation was
granted tax-exempt status in June of this year. I await instructions
as to my responsibilities as a board member.

The prospect of joining
ranks with its sister fraternals as well as the potential phys-
ical move for our Main Office makes the coming year quite
possibly one of the most exciting in recent years for the
UNA. The UNA needs to continue to professionally devel-
op and execute an effective marketing strategy - one which
emphasizes the value added uniqueness of UNA member-
ship, both from its benefit to our community as well as the
many benefits to the membership (Soyuzivka, scholar-
ships, mortgages, etc.). Secondly, our salespeople -
whether they can be our branch secretaries, other organiz-
ers or professional sales force - need to undergo more fre-
quent and professional training to learn the methods need-
ed to be able to effectively promote our products in this
ever increasingly competitive market.

I traveled to
Soyuzivka to attend the annual
meeting of the UNA General
Assembly.

Insurance regulators from sev-
eral states voiced their concern
that our surplus reserves were
being rapidly depleted and they
wanted answers to how this
hemorrhaging was going to be
addressed.

Very quickly it became
clear that our main objective
was to develop a tangible plan
that would ensure the future
financial strengtf of the UNA
By now, all of you know what
discussions took place and what decisions were made. Not all of
these decisions were popular with our membership: for example
closing the Washington Office; increasing subscription fees for
our publications! closing down the publication of Veselka,
d ing the amount of charitable donations dividends and
